· Website footer (often shows ‘Ltd’)
On Companies House:
· Company profile → Company type
· Officers tab → Directors
· Incorporation date

3. Charitable status
· The charity’s aims or purposes
· How income is used to support these aims
· Why the organisation may have chosen charitable status
Where to find this:
· Company website ‘Charity’, ‘Foundation’, ‘Community’, or ‘Sustainability’ sections
· Impact reports
· Company website ‘News’ section
· If it is a registered charity, you may also see information on the Charity Commission website.
Think about:
· Who benefits?
· Is profit reinvested?
· Does it support the environment, education or the community?

4. Measures of success
· Financial measures of success (e.g. income, expenditure, surplus)
· Non-financial measures of success (e.g. conservation work, education, public benefit, visitor engagement)
· How the organisation can tell whether it is being successful
Where to find financial measures:
· On Companies House:
· Filing history
· Annual accounts
Look for words such as:
· Turnover
· Profit/loss
· Net assets
· Surplus
You do not need to understand every figure – focus on whether income is increasing or whether the company is profitable.
Where to find non-financial measures:
· On company website:
· Impact reports
· News updates
· Case studies
· Sustainability pages
Extra challenge
· Explain the difference between the limited company and its charity.
· Analyse how charitable status may improve reputation.
· Evaluate whether financial or non-financial success is more important for this organisation.
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
